In 

applying I had to say what leadership means to me, and what way I could make a difference in my community and the  

challenges and the opportunities that will be there for young women in decades ahead. I was then selected as one of the eight 

students nationwide to attend this rare occasion, held at Sky City in Auckland. 

 

The Forum was held in the morning and I was privileged to hear from many inspirational speakers at the forum. Which  

included Green MP Chloe Swarbrick, psychiatrist and researcher Dr. Hinemoa Elder, and the former New Zealander of the 

year and anthropologist Dame Anne Salmond.  

During the Forum some important issues were brought to light and they were mainly based around gender quota systems at 

work and the gender pay gap that is about 9.2% this year. I learned addressing the causes of the pay gap requires sustained 

action over time, including changing societies attitudes and beliefs about women and men at work.  

The awards night was held later that day with the Governor General of New Zealand Dame Patsy Reddy as a special guest. 

The event celebrated women from all walks of life who make a positive difference in the lives of their fellow  

New Zealanders.  

During this event I was inspired and brought to tears with some of the stories they told and made some amazing friends. I also 

learnt that no matter where we are or what we do in the future, that we as woman should always stick together, empower each 

other and support one another.
